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Callide Power Station

Callide Power Station is a vital part of CS Energy’s
power portfolio, providing electricity to the national
electricity market from the heart of Queensland.
The station is located 18 kilometres east of Biloela.
Callide A and B Power Stations comprise six coal-
fired generators capable of generating 820 megawatts
(MW) of electricity, enough to power a town the size
of Rockhampton.

Callide A Station is the world’s largest remote
controlled coal-fired power station. Originally built in
1965, A Station was refurbished and recommissioned
in April 1998 and is currently in storage. One unit of
Callide A'is being used for the Callide Oxyfuel Project,
which will demonstrate the viability of clean coal
technology to produce low emission electricity.

Callide B Power Station was commissioned in 1988.
Until a few years ago Callide B Power Station held
the Queensland record for operation, running
continuously for 477 days.

The addition of the 900MW Callide Power Plant
has doubled the site’s capacity. Callide Power Plant
is an advanced cycle steam turbine fuelled by black
coal from the adjacent Callide Mine. The $800 million
power station is a 50/50 joint venture between

CS Energy and InterGen and is managed by
Callide Power Management.

In the national electricity market, Callide B and C
operate as base load stations, providing a reliable
and consistent source of energy. ‘Base load’
operation requires energy output around the clock.

Callide A and B Power Stations are 100% owned by CS Energy Ltd. Callide Power Plant
is 50% owned by CS Energy.

CS Energy is an Australian power company that owns and operates four power stations in
Queensland, controlling a widely dispersed power portfolio of more than 3,000MW.
